Directions to Avon County Rowing Club 
The club is on the A4 between Bath and Bristol, about 4 miles from Bath.
The boathouse itself doesn’t really have a postcode but the nearby marina is BS31 3EZ so that should get you close enough to follow the directions below.

Driving from Bath

Coming along the A4 from Bath towards Bristol, you come to the Globe roundabout where the A39 goes off.  Take the third exit  to Bristol.  After about a mile, you come to speed restriction warnings for Saltford. 

Avon County is the second gate on the right after the actual 30mph sign at the entry to Saltford.   There is an “Avon County” notice on the gate.
The bus is the X39 from Bath bus station and the stop is “The Glen”.  Ring the bell when you see the “Saltford” sign.  The club gate is directly opposite.

Driving from Bristol
Keep taking signs to Bath and drive through Saltford.  You come down a long hill as you leave Saltford and at the bottom is a very sharp turn to the left called The Shallows.   Do not take this turning.  On the corner of The Shallows is a small white building and next to it is a field.  Turn left into this field;  there is an “Avon County” notice on the gate which you will be able to see from this direction if the gate is open.

Bus from Bristol

The bus is the X39 from Bristol bus station and the stop is “The Glen”.  You go into Saltford and past a row of shops and garage on the left.  Then you come down the hill.  Ring the bell as you come down the long hill.  You will then have to keep walking for a bit in the Bath direction until you come to the club gate.

Bus from Bath

The bus is the X39 from Bath bus station and the stop is “The Glen”.  After the Globe roundabout the bus stops at Corston and then Saltford.  Ring the bell as you see the sign for Saltford.  The club gate is directly opposite the bus stop.
Bath to Bristol cycle path
You can either:

 scramble down from the bridge at 704659 to the south river bank and keep going ( rather muddy and not a path but do-able ) for about 1200m till you reach the club, or

There are steps down from the bridge at 688675. Turn left by the Bird in Hand and cycle east along the river to the Riverside Inn.  There is a river bank footpath from there, over the marina and along
 ( bit brambly ) to the club.
